Marin County Parks, which oversees management of parks and 
Marin County Open Space District (MCOSD) lands, is reducing the 
environmental impact of the roads and trails in the open space 
preserve while improving visitor experiences and safety.   

During the road and trail management planning process, many 
in the community shared their desire for a more user-friendly road 
and trail system, and for a reduction in the environmental impact 
of our roads and trails. This new multiuse connector trail was identi-
fied as a priority project in the 2015 road and trail designation pro-
cess and has been included in the Fiscal Year 2016/2017 budget. 
The existing network of unsanctioned trails in this location is steep, 
redundant, and causes unnecessary environmental impacts. The 
project will begin this summer 2016.
